Cultural Capital is the essential knowledge that children need to prepare them for their future 

success as educated citizens within our community. It is about giving children the best 

possible start to their education. We use the curriculum to enhance the experiences and 

opportunities available to children, including the most disadvantaged.  

 

Enrichment is the experience provided by skilled practitioners who know their children well 

and have high aspirations for their learning and development.

Through collaboration with our school community, we have identified some of the key 

experiences and opportunities we want our children to experience. Exposing our children to 

the awe and wonder of the world in which they live is one of the fundamental purposes to 

our curriculum. As such, we ensure that every child has the opportunity to:

• Learn to cook something each year that can also be made at home 

• Take part in a school performance in our local church each year 

• Take part in at least one education visit, experience or school visitor per term. 

• Recite a poem from memory 

• Take part in the local oracy competition every year 

• Study the work of 39 artists, 20 craft-makers, designers or architect 

• Take part in the Cheltenham Festivals for literature, music and science 

• Take part in two residentials 

• Learn to swim 

• Compete in annual sports days

Community 

 At Holy Trinity, we aim to develop a learning community in order to drive all aspects of the 

curriculum. Agents of change, leadership, engagement with local charities and groups, 

parents in school, house points.  

 

Aspiration
