The term of office of staff govemor is two years

Foundation govemors shall be appointed by Gloucester Diocesan Board of
Education after consultation with the Holy Trinity Parochial Church Council.

(a) the holder of the following office shall be a foundation govemor ex officio:

The principal officiating minister of the ecclesiastical parish of Holy
Trinity Church, Cheltenham.

(b) The Archdea@n of the Archdeaconry in which the school is situated
shall, on behalf of Gloucester Diocesan Board of Education, be entitled
to appoint a foundation govemor to act in the place of an ex officio
foundation governor whose govemorship derives from the office named
in (a) above, in the event that that ex officio foundation govemor is
unable or unwilling to act as a foundation govemor, or there is a vacancy
in the office by virtue of which the govemorship exists, or has been
removed from office under regulation 21(1) of the Regulations.

The Archdeacon of the Archdeaconry in which the school is situated shall, on
behalf of Gloucester Diocesan Board of Education, be entitled to request the
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removal of any ex officio foundation govemor and to appoint any substitute
govemor.

A Trust exists which relates to the school, the Trustees being Vicar and
Churchwardens.

Holy Trinity Church of England Primary School has a church foundation wtrich
it seeks to promote by providing high quality education for atl its pupils. lts
ethos is underpinned by Christian Values which by experience and'example
provide a basis for life long leaming.
